Oral Book Report
· Tell the title and author of the book(s).

· Tell the students (audience) what you learned about the unknown and why it is still unknown,
· You may use a poster or props to make your presentation more effective.   The audience likes to see the things about which you are talking.  These items also help you stay on the subject and often make you less nervous.  The audience looks more at the poster or props and less at you. 

· You may use a few index cards.  These cards are to only have key words to help you remember the order you want to give your information.  The cards should not have the entire summary you are presenting.   You will not be allowed to read the entire summary.
· Remember, you need to look at the audience and try to keep their attention.
· Know what you want to say.  Perhaps you might want to rehearse at home.  
· The students may ask you questions.  You are only responsible for telling what you learned from the book.
· Be confident.  

· Speak loudly.
